“Try it, you’ll like it.” These are the words of once self-made billionaire Chuck Feeney on his idea of “Giving while Living.” Chuck spent the past 38 years of his life secretly donating to charities through his foundation Atlantic Philanthropies and his end goal in life was to end up without any money. Now at age 89, he has recently closed his foundation as it has given away its last dime. Radical?? Absolutely. And while I don’t know this man’s religious background or his motives, we can look to Jesus’ ministry and see examples of this. Look at Zacchaeus – “Look, Lord! Here and now I give half of my possessions to the poor….” Jesus announces, “Today salvation has come to this household!” Luke 19:8-9. And then in Mark 10:21 Jesus tells the rich, young ruler to sell all his possessions, redistribute to the poor and follow him. Again, pretty radical stories even if the monetary amounts in these scenarios differ tremendously. While there aren’t clear, hard rules how much we as Christians or as good citizens should give or how to serve, it is clear that being radically different was a big part of Jesus’ ministry. There is a song by Christian group Casting Crowns that states these words, “I don’t want to leave a legacy. I don’t care how they remember me. Only Jesus.” So whatever we can joyfully give, how ever we can joyfully serve, with the wealth and talents we have been given, we need to do it radically in love for God and in love for others.
