Social Determinants of Health are conditions in the places where people live, learn, work, and play that affect a wide range of health risks and outcomes according to the CDC. They list these five key areas of determinants: Economic stability (cost of living, income), Education (graduation rates), Social/Community (discrimination/participation), Healthcare (access, insurance coverage), and Environment (water quality, transportation, crime). Can we check off all these boxes and still be unhealthy mentally and spiritually? What about Faith as a Social Determinant of Health? The CDC may be lacking this important factor when considering the health, attitudes, and outcomes when determining one’s status. Consider a wealthy woman living on New York’s upper east side with access to transportation, healthcare, education, and her doctor still finds her depressed, anxious, and lonely, searching for something to fill her emptiness. Or another woman the same age living in rural Appalachia, low income, low access for opportunity that lives an abundant, joyous life because of her faith. While the poor do not automatically have an abundant spiritual life…In fact, living in poverty is like paying for a crime one did not commit – especially true for children – but what the CDC and many medical professionals refuse to see is how faith can be interweaved into every one of these social determinants to determine our outcomes, our behaviors, and our overall well-being. If we have no push for spiritual health and awareness in our communities and healthcare, we will continue to see climbing rates of substance abuse, health issues caused by stress and inflammation, and a reduced care for others and our communities.
